Princess Chulabhorn of Thailand joins 2nd GRF One Health Summit in Switzerland
17 – 20 November 2013, Congress Centre Davos, Switzerland - Her Royal Highness Princess Chulabhorn Mahidol of Thailand will open the 2nd GRF One Health Summit in Davos, Switzerland.
The conference to be held from 17 -20 November in Davos, Switzerland gathers over 350 delegates from 65 countries. Within over 200 scientific presentations new findings and solutions combating multiple threats at the intersection of human, animal and environmental health, food safety and security, and water will be discussed.
In her capacity as a Professor of chemistry and Director of the Chulabhorn Research Institute (CRI) in Bangkok the Princess will set the tenor for the entire conference with her keynote speech Addressing Health and Environmental Linkages: Key to Sustainable Development.
One Health – Risk and Opportunities
Pandemics, food scares and new emerging diseases often dominate the international media headlines pointing out the systemic interconnections of human, animal and environmental health. Acknowledging these interconnections the One Health Summit’s thematic priorities include food security, water and sanitation, environmental health threats causing allergies and asthma, as well as epizootic, emerging and zoonotic diseases.
Conjoint health related trajectories, as outlined above, must not only have negative effects as they also offer ample opportunities for combating multiple health threats. An integrative health risk management approach such as the One Health concept fosters interdisciplinary cooperation and communication between the various stakeholders and health professionals. Thus enhancing synergies between different sectors and actors and providing affordable solutions for the improvement of public health

The 2nd GRF One Health Summit offers a unique trans- and inter-disciplinary dialogue enhancing synergies between policy, academia, international organizations, the private sector and the public.
New concepts for sustainable global health

In order to promote sustainable global health, the conference outcomes will be synthesized in a subsequent experts’ workshop who will formulate an international research and implementation strategy. The formation of trans-disciplinary international teams to develop adequate research and implementation projects shall be encouraged and shall facilitate the link to potential donors.
